When the battery life is less 
than 25%, the indicator will flash, please charge the battery about six hours. There is a relay between 
the lithium battery and electric supply and it makes sure that the product can be supplied power prior 
to the battery, the battery will supply power without electric supply.

With overcharge and discharge protections and it is no harm to the battery. It takes time to 
interchange between the battery and power supply, so in order to make the actions in unison, the 
software of the first product needs to be reset.

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MAINTENANCE
